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privacy options between pedestrian path and private backyard:
- minimal hedge (2-3’ tall, deciduous)
- maximum hedge (6‘ + tall, evergeen)
- minimal fencing (2-3’ open fence)
- maximum fencing (6’ tall board on board fence)
- sunken pedestrian path blocking sightlines to backyards
- combination of above options
