species: 
plants found within eastern deciduous forest 
that are shade-tolerant, low-maintenance, 
and can take very dry and very wet conditions

species: 
limited tree canopy, 
mainly plants in sub-
canopy, shrub layer, and 
forest floor

species: 
plants that attract pollinators 
and provide food and cover 
for field-loving animals

species: 
workhorse plants that 
provide hideaways, 
breeding grounds, and 
food for animals with a 
proven hardiness to 
suburban New Jersey 
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
